RULES AND REGULATIONS

INTRODUCTION
1.
The objective of Glen Erasmia Boulevard is the provision of a high quality lifestyle for residents, and the intention of these rules is for the protection of this lifestyle.

2.
The rules have been established in terms of the Memorandum and Articles of the Glen Erasmia Boulevard Home Owners Association (HOA).  They are binding upon all occupants of the Estate, as is any decision taken by the Trustees in interpreting and exercising these rules.

3.
The registered owners of the properties are responsible to ensure that members of their families, tenants, visitors, friends and all their employees abide by these rules.

4.
Happy and harmonious community living are achieved when residents use and enjoy their private property as well as the public areas of the Estate.

5.
In respect of the interpretation of these rules, the decision of the Trustees is final and binding.

6.
These rules are subject to change from time to time by the Seller or the HOA and the owner agrees to strictly comply therewith.

A.
THE STREETSCAPE
1.
Every owner is responsible to maintain the area between the road kerb and the boundary of his property in a neat and tidy condition.

2.
Garden fences, walls and outbuildings must be properly maintained and painted.

3.
Caravans, trailers, boats, equipment, tools, engine and vehicle parts as well as accommodation for pets, must be sited out of view and screened from neighbouring properties and the street.

4.
Building material may not be dumped on the sidewalks under any circumstances.

5.
No trees, plants, or sidewalk lawn may be removed without the permission of the HOA.  Planting should not interfere with pedestrian traffic or obscure the vision of motorists.

6.
All gardens must be kept neat and tidy at all times falling which the HOA shall have the right to clean the garden at the cost of the owner.

7.
Should the owner fail to comply with any of these obligations the HOA will be entitled to execute such obligations and claim the costs thereof, from the owner.

B.
ARCHITECTURAL STANDARDS
1.
All building plans must be finalised in accordance with the Architectural Guidelines (Annexure “B”) applicable and must be approved by the Aesthetical Committee.  This applies to any additions and alternations to existing structures, which include swimming pools, lapa’s and boundary walls and gates.
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2.
All garden walls and fencing must be approved by the Aesthetical Committee, with regard to material, dimensions and aesthetics.

3.
All TV aerials and satellite dishes must be aesthetically pleasing.

4.
Lean-to’s and carports will not be allowed.  No structure containing shade cloth will be permitted.

5.
The Aesthetical Committee must approve roofing materials for patio’s and outbuildings.

C.
ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT
1.
No rubble or refuse may be dumped or discarded in any public area, including the Boulevard, parks, streets and common property utilities.

2.
Residents must leave common property areas they visit in a clean and tidy condition as it was found.  Residents are requested to develop the habit of picking up and disposing of any litter encountered in the open spaces.

3.
Picnicking will be permitted on the Boulevard, providing that residents leave the picnic area in a clean and tidy condition.

4.
Flora may not be damaged or removed from any public area.

5.
Fauna of any nature may not be chased or trapped in any public area, be it by people or by dogs.

6.
Residents are responsible for maintaining trees, plants and shrubs planted on their pavements by the HOA.

7.
Residents are expected to maintain a high standard of garden, Boulevard frontage and pavement maintenance.

8.
Residents must ensure that declared noxious flora is not planted or growing in their gardens.

9.
Swimming pool water may not be emptied into the streets, Boulevard or the neighbouring properties but must be channelled into your own drain system (gully).  This is in accordance with Council Regulation P3(4).

10.
Vacant stands must be kept clean on a regular basis to the satisfaction of the HOA, and if not maintained, the HOA reserves the right to clean the stand at the owner’s expense.

11.
The resident’s use of the open space areas and the Boulevard is entirely at their own risk at all times.

D.
USE OF THE BOULEVARD BY PUBLIC
1.
Residents and children shall have a right of access to the Boulevard, for the purpose of walking, jogging, picnicking, trading (with the consent of the HOA), and playing.

2.
Children shall at all time have the first priority to use the walking pathways.

3.
The playing of games or sports other than sports that may cause damage to adjoining properties shall be permitted on the Boulevard.

4.
The onus shall be on the owners at all times to see to his or her own safety when walking or jogging, or otherwise using any public area, and no liability for the consequences of any injury sustained shall be incurred by the Seller of the HOA.
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E.
SECURITY
1.
The security guards or any employees of the HOA, may not be hindered or abused under any circumstances!

2.
Security rules at the gate and elsewhere must be adhered to at all times.

3.
The ID Book barcode system for permanent workers, temporary workers and Contractors and Maintenance contractors must be conscientiously enforced by every owner with respect to people in his / her employ.  These are not negotiable and no exceptions will be made.

4.
Every owner must ensure that visitors and contractors adhere to security rules and residents are obliged to always treat the security personnel and all other employees of the HOA in a co-operative and courteous manner.

5.
Every owner must ensure that contractors in his employ adhere specifically to the security stipulations of the Building Contract Activity as stipulated in Annexure “C”.

6.
All attempts at burglary or instances of fence jumping must be reported to a member of the security staff and the Estate Manager immediately.

7.
Security is an attitude, be aware that you need to enforce and apply security to make it work.  Do not hesitate to contact Security or the Estate Manager should you see a suspicious person.


NOTE:
All occupants are advised to install a home security system as soon as possible after taking occupation of their homes, and to link the system to a response company.

8.
Should residents purchase burglar alarm systems for their residences, they are required to be compatible with the electronics of the Estate security system.

9.
The Estate will be manned 24 hours a day.  Residents must attach the access stickers to their motor vehicle’s right bottom hand side of the front windscreen. The display of access stickers is compulsory and must be displayed on all resident’s vehicles.  These stickers can be purchased from the Estate Manger’s office.  The License Renewal form is requested when purchasing an access sticker.  Only residents will qualify for access stickers, no family, friends or any other visitors will be allowed to have access to these stickers.  If a resident is not in possession of an access sticker he/she will be required to sign the visitors register upon entering the Estate.

10.
The Guardhouse or the office of the Estate Manager must be advised in advance of pending arrival of visitors, deliveries or contractors, in particular surnames and vehicle registration numbers and property to be visited must be provided.

11.
The property will be patrolled on a random basis by security guards.

F.
TENANTS, VISITORS, CONTRACTORS AND EMPLOYEES
1.
Should any owner let his/her property, he/she shall in writing advice the HOA in advance of occupation of the name of the Lessee, and the period of such lease.   The owner shall inform the Lessee of all House Rules and other rules, and bind the Lessee to adhere to such rules.

2.
The occupiers of any property within the Estate are liable for the conduct of their visitors, contactors and employees, and must ensure that such parties adhere to the HOA Rules.
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G.
LETTING AND RESELLING PROPERTY

The owner shall ensure that any person to whom he sells his property is bound by all these rules and the Architectural guidelines (Annexure “B”).

H.
PETS
1.
The local authority bylaws relating to pets will be strictly enforced.

2.
Without the written approval of the HOA, no person may keep more than two dogs and two cats on the property.

3.
No poultry, wild animals or livestock will be allowed on the property.

4.
No pets are allowed in the streets, Boulevard or any other public area without a leash and accompanied by owners.

5.
Should any excrement be deposited in a public area, the immediate removal thereof shall be the sole responsibility of the owner of the pet.

6.
Every pet must wear a collar with a tag indicating the name, telephone number and address of its owner.  Stray pets without identification tags will be apprehended and handed to the S.P.C.A. at the cost of the owner should the owner’s identity be established.

7.
The HOA reserves the right to prohibit, restrict or control the keeping of any animal, which they regard as dangerous, or a nuisance as per the memorandum and articles of the Glen Erasmia Boulevard Home Owners Association.

I.
ADMINISTRATION
1.
All levies determined by the Trustees’ sole and absolute discretion are due and payable on or before the 7th (seventh) of each and every calendar month.

3.
Special levies may be applicable from time to time to improve the Estate.

4.
The Trustees may amend or add to the House Rules from time to time, as may be deemed necessary to ensure the happy and orderly co-existence of owners.

5.
The Trustees have the right to fine transgressors where any of the rules as stipulated by the HOA have been broken. Such fines will form part of the levy and be due and payable on due date of payment of levy.

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K.
STREETS AND TRAFFIC RULES

The streets of Glen Erasmia Boulevard are for the movement of all occupants, whether by foot, or mechanical means.

1.
Speed limit is restricted to 20km per hour.

2.
Save for the above, the Gauteng Road Traffic Ordinance is still in force.

3.
Parents are responsible for ensuring that their children play in the dedicated areas in the Boulevard and not play in the streets.

4.
NO quads (4-wheelrs), Off-road motorbikes, Go-carts or any motorized type leisure vehicle will be permitted to make use of the streets, Boulevard or vacant sites within the Estate, although electric powered vehicles will be permitted.  Heavy fines will be endorsed should this rule not be adhered to.

5.
Parking on sidewalks and in the street opposite or within traffic islands, is not allowed.

6.
Residents are reminded that pedestrians will frequently cross streets at designated Boulevard crossings in the Estate, and motorists must always approach such crossings with caution.

7.
No vehicles will be allowed to park in the boundaries of the boulevard.  

L.
GOOD NEIGHBOURLINESS
1.
The volume of music or electronic instruments, partying and the activities of domestic help must be tuned to a level so as not be heard on adjoining properties.

2.
The mechanical maintenance, and the use of power saws, lawnmowers, and the like (electric mowers are preferred), should only be indulged between the following hours:


Monday – Saturday between 

07:00 – 18:00




Sundays only between 

08:00 – 13:00 and 16:00 – 18:00.
3. Washing may only be hung on lines screened from the street and neighbouring properties.

4. Refuse, garden refuse and refuse bags may only be placed on the pavement, the morning of collection.  Collection date will be on the notice board at the Guardhouse.

M. GENERAL
1.
   Should any resident wish to run a business from home, a written application must be handed to the Board of Trustees for approval prior to inception.  Written response will be given to the resident and approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.

2.
No children will be allowed to play on building sites or houses that are not occupied.  If your child is caught on a building site you will be fined.The HOA will take NO responsibility for any injury or death due to children playing on these sites. 
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
